Autonomous  Non-Profit  Organization
Association for the Development of Ice
Hockey of Islamic Countries.

4.5 Under this Agreement, the Participants
may interact via teleconference or
representatives of the Participants may
attend the meetings held on the territories of
the Participants in person.

4.6 The resolutions of the Participants may
be adopted without holding a meeting (a
joint meeting of the Participants to discuss
items on the agenda and make decisions on
items put to the vote) through absentee
voting (by poll). Such voting may be
conducted by exchange of documents by
mail, telegraph, telephone, electronic or
other means of communication that ensure
the authenticity of sent and received
messages and their documentary evidence.

Article 5.

51 In order to implement this
Agreement, the Participants agreed to
establish the  Association  Council
(hereinafter the Council) consisting of the
representatives of the Participants. The
Council consists of the President of the
Association, the Vice President and
representatives of the Participants —heads of
sports federations of the participants’
countries and other individuals delegated by
the Participants.

The Council is an advisory body of expert,
information, consultative support for the
Participants. The purpose of the Council is
to promote international cooperation for the
development of hockey in the Islamic world.
5.2 The formation of the Council shall be
carried out in the following order:

Within 2 (two) months after the conclusion
of this Agreement, every Participant shall
send information about its representative
and the decision to delegate him power to
the Executive Director of the Association.
The Council shall consist of one
representative who is a board member from
each Participant. According to the decision
of the Council, the Council may include
several representatives from one Participant.
The delegation of its representative shall be
formalized by a corresponding decision of
the competent body of each Participant.
Every Participant may withdraw its
representative and at the same time delegate
a new representative to the Council. In the
event of any subsequent changes in the
composition of the Council, a new member
shall be accepted according to a decision of
the Council.
